Those dressed in gold will be standing in a circle, each one in the ‘Golden Circle will represent the following; the Banker, the Golfer, the Property Developer & the Galway Tent attendee, whereas those dressed in black will have different slogans attached such as ‘Disgust’, ‘Greed’, ‘Corruption’ and ‘Immoral’ to name just a few.
