Waterways Ireland Put A Stop To Regeneration At St. Michael’s Estate Residents call on Minister Gormley to take action 

Waterways Ireland has stopped the regeneration project at St. Michael’s Estate from going ahead. They have informed Dublin City Council that they will not agree to work beginning carried out on the first phase of the regeneration project which is adjacent to a section of the Grand Canal under their control. 

Speaking about the news John Bissett, Member of the Regeneration Team said 
	“People are angry and depressed and feel let down by Dublin City Council and Minister John Gormley. He was here last June and agreed that living conditions were appalling. He ring-fenced money and promised to get the building started at St Michaels but instead he has postponed the building consistently. Unfortunately Minister Gormley is continuing to pursue FF’s neglect of the most vulnerable people in our society”

There has already been numerous delays, with the most well known being the collapse of the proposed PPP regeneration project by developed Bernard McNamara. After the collapse of PPP, Dublin City Council established a special task force to sort out the regeneration mess in Dublin city. In December 2008 Dublin’sl Assistant City Manager, Ciaran McNamara gave residents what he called ‘a cast iron guarantee that the project would start on time in January 2010’. However building was delayed till March, then June, then September and now Waterways are objecting to building.  Caroline McNulty, a local resident said 
	“My son was five years old when regeneration started, now he is nearly seventeen. We have been waiting almost twelve years. We have been failed by Minister John Gormley Dublin City Council and now Waterways”
Despite all the last 12 years work, three different regeneration plans and €20.5 million being spent on St Michael’s and other projects not a brick has been laid to date. St. Michael’s Estate Regeneration team is calling on Minister Gormley to sort this situation out speedily and convene a meeting of Waterways Ireland, Dublin City Council and members of the Regeneration Board to resolve this issue and commence building.
